INTRODUCTION 

In 1999 The Global Classroom partnership of schools in cooperation with University of Cambridge and Nara Women’s University Japan established a research project involving a senior student from each of the partner schools led by a UK and Japanese Graduate. The project involved the international team of students visiting each of the partner schools to research aspects of learning and teaching in the schools. The research teams with the help and guidance of Professors MacBeath and Sugimine prepared the research tools and strategies. 

In 2009 Learning School is reinventing itself, 10 years after its creation a new focus will be given to the research project. This year’s research theme will be more student-orientated exploring the link between student self/personal development and learning.
